PROGRAMME OVERVIEW
The Master’s programme in Music – Interpretation Diploma of 

Excellence aims to educate musicians possessing an exception-

ally high level of artistic and professional ability. On completion 

of the programme, the student must have well-developed 

knowledge and skills in order to work in a professional ca-

pacity in various forms – either as a soloist, a member of an 

established ensemble, or in freely formed groups. The stu-

dent must also have developed his/her ability for independent 

study concerning preparation work for public concerts and 

performances of concert programmes. The final exam for a 

Diploma of Excellence consists of a performance as a soloist 

of a professional orchestra in the region.

The Master’s programme in Music – Composition Diploma of 

Excellence aims to educate composers with exceptional artistic 

and professional ability through a specialised composition pro-

gramme, specialising in highly qualified tasks. On completion 

of the programme, the student must have well-developed 

knowledge and skills as well as an ability to create music at 

a high artistic level. The student shall also have acquired in-

depth knowledge of composition for varying instrumental 

combinations in order to work in a professional capacity in 

various forms. The student must also have developed his/her 

ability for independent study. The final exam for a Diploma 

of Excellence consists of a performance as composer for a 

professional orchestra in the region.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS AND HOW TO APPLY

Entry requirements
Bachelor’s degree in Music or equivalent and approved entrance 

examinations.

How to apply
The applications to Malmö Academy of Music programmes 

takes place in two steps: 

1. Apply online and submit your supporting documents 
to University Admissions in Sweden: 

•	 Apply online: Go to www.universityadmissions.se and 

find your programme, the Swedish national application web-

site. Click on “Apply” and rank the chosen programmes in 

order of preference.

•	 Submit your supporting documents: Check what doc-

uments you need to submit (i.e. official transcripts, degree 

diploma/proof of expected graduation, translations,  proof 

of English, passport) and how you need to submit them at 

www.universityadmissions.se.

•	 Pay the application fee (when applicable)s
2. Entrance examinations: They usually take place in March 

each year. Find further information about the application 

process as well as deadlines and audition instructions for 

your specialisation on www.mhm.lu.se.

Selection criteria/additional info
Selection of students is based on entrance examinations.

Tuition fee SEK 190 000 per year for non-EU/EEA citizens. No 

fee for EU/EEA citizens.
